Current ly in its fifty-first year of publication, 
the Cleveland Clinic Quarterly is a re fereed , in-
dexed jou rna l (Index Medicus, Biological Abstracts, 
Chemical Abstracts, Current Contents, Nutritional Ab-
stracts, and Excerpta Medica), with a cur ren t cir-
culation of 16,000. It is sent upon request , f ree 
of charge, to physicians a n d third- and four th-
year medical students. T h e jou rna l is published 
by the medical staff of T h e Cleveland Clinic 
Educational Foundat ion but also includes articles 
written by alumni and o ther physicians and med-
ical professionals. T h e fo rma t of the Quarterly is 
currently being expanded and its circulation in-
creased. 

This special dermatology section reflects the 
expertise and interests of members of the De-
partment—clinical dermatology, clinically ap-
plied dermatological research, dermatological 
surgery and oncology, dermatopathology, and 
environmental dermatology. In addit ion to arti-

cles by the cur ren t staff and fellows, we have 
included submissions f r o m alumni and o the r in-
vited contr ibutors . Of special interest is the sec-
tion entitled, "Archives of the Cleveland Clinic 
Quarterly." We have repr in ted some of the signif-
icant or landmark papers writ ten by members of 
the Depar tment of Dermatology f r o m past issues 
of the Quarterly. These are accompanied by a 
Commentary a n d / o r Commenta ry and Upda t e 
on the historical and cur ren t aspects of these 
subjects. Obviously excluded are o the r ma jo r 
articles by Depar tment members that have been 
published in the dermatology specialty journals . 

Founded in 1923, the Depar tmen t of Derma-
tology at the Cleveland Clinic has cont inued to 
grow in size and stature over the years. T h e 
Depar tment has cont inued to follow the th ree 
principles of the founders of the Clinic: 1) be t te r 
care of the sick, 2) investigation of their p rob-
lems, and 3) f u r t h e r educat ion of those who 
serve.
